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FW–41 Enhance Redmond as a community that 
is child-friendly and safe; supports 
neighborhoods, families and 
individuals; and is characterized by 
diversity, innovation, creativity, and 
energy. 

FW-42 Improve the welfare and independence 
of Redmond citizens by supporting the 
provision of human services to all in the 
community.
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FW-43 Ensure that human service programs 
reflect and are sensitive to the cultural, 
economic and social diversity of the 
City. 

FW-44 Develop and support regional policies, 
strategies, and investments that reflect 
the vision and policies of the Redmond 
Comprehensive Plan. Achieve local 
goals and values by participating fully in 
implementation of the Growth 
Management Act, VISION 2020, and 
the King County Countywide Planning 
Policies.

FW-45 Work with other jurisdictions and 
agencies, educational and other 
organizations, and the business 
community to develop and carry out a 
coordinated, regional approach for 
meeting the various needs of Eastside 
communities, including housing, 
human services, economic vitality, parks 
and recreation, transportation, and 
environmental protection. 

FW-46 Work cooperatively with residents and 
property owners to annex all land within 
the designated Potential Annexation 
Area.
